Descriptions: 

Setting up: 6 people working on this job. When we first get there, we are to locate the baskets. They will possibly be under the tables, and you can ask one of the people there if they know where they are. Then, you set up the baskets so they are each with their bid sheets and a pen, and in numerical order starting with 1 on the left. The bid sheets have numbers on them, the baskets do not, you have to match them based on what they consist of and where they are from. 

Registering/Unpacking: The people will not begin to show up until 6pm. Until then, there will be boxes that you can unpack to help locate the items for the dining room (votives, center pieces at the table, poster with sponsor names to be displayed at the entrance of the of the dining room, lucite frames with sponsor names to be put on the high top tables at the Cincinnati room, put reserved sign on the tables indicated, etc.)  . If you find anything and can figure out where it should go, you should take it there. When people begin to show up, you will have a table set up at the entrance of the dining room where you can check them in and register them according to the list of guests provided, and give them their meal card so the servers know what to give them. 

Finding winners: You will walk around the tables and find any bid sheets/baskets that have not been claimed by the winner, take them up to the MC and they will call out the winner and tell them to come collect it. Make sure the winner does not keep the bid sheet, that is how we know what their payment is. 

Processing payments: the bid sheets will tell how much each person will pay. You will use the phones to collect payments with credit cards.  You need to download the paypal application on the phone and create a username and password.  We will have one to process cards with chip reader and one to process cards that we can swipe. More information to come on how to do it and what all needs done. Make sure the winner does not keep the bid sheet, that is how we know what their payment is. 

Handing out items: after the auction is over, you will be there when the winners come to pick up what they won. You will then take the item out of the basket and make sure only the item is given to them and not the display for the item. Keep the display so that it can be put back away and reused. Make sure the winner does not keep the bid sheet, that is how we know what their payment is.

Putting things away: After the items have been collected, you will take the displays and put them back in the boxes. You will also collect any items that were not auctioned and put them in boxes and taken in the elevator to pack them in the car.
